The Qualifying Examination is a crucial requirement prior to commencing the thesis. Students must take this knowledge assessment
to evaluate their proficiency and comprehensive understanding of educational administration and related fields, as well as to assess
their readiness for thesis work. The examination measures breadth of knowledge, analytical and synthesis abilities, and the capacity
to confront and solve problems in educational administration.
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The scope of competencies tested includes: 1) Comprehensive knowledge in educational administration science, 2)
Ability to apply knowledge to administer schools and educational institutions, 3) Proficiency and capability in academic affairs
administration, and 4) Knowledge of research methodology for developing educational administration practices.

A "Satisfactory” (S) rating is required in all four competency areas, with a maximum of two examination attempts. For the second
attempt, students are only required to be re-examined on the specific competency areas they did not pass in the first attempt.
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
